Take 
my yoke upon you and learn from me, for I am meek and humble of heart; and 
you will find rest for your selves. For my yoke is easy, and my burden light." 
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3. Matthew 25:1-13 
Jesus spoke this parable to his disciples:  
 
"Then the kingdom of heaven will be like ten virgins who took their lamps and 
went out to meet the bridegroom. Five of them were foolish and five were wise. 
The foolish ones, when taking their lamps, brought no oil with them, but the wise 
brought flasks of oil with their lamps.

But the wise ones replied, 'No, for there may not be 
enough for us and you. Go instead to the merchants and buy some for yourselves.' 
While they went off to buy it, the bridegroom came and those who were ready 
went into the wedding feast with him. Then the door was locked. Afterwards the 
other virgins came and said, 'Lord, Lord, open the door for us!' But he said in re-
ply, 'Amen, I say to you, I do not know you.'  Therefore, stay awake, for you know 
neither the day nor the hour. 

 

4. Matthew 25:31-46 
Jesus said to his disciples: "When the Son of Man comes in his glory, and all the 
angels with him, he will sit upon his glorious throne, and all the nations will be 
assembled before him. And he will separate them one from another, as a  
shepherd separates the sheep from the goats. He will place the sheep on his right 
and the goats on his left. Then the king will say to those on his right, 'Come, you 
who are blessed by my Father. Inherit the kingdom prepared for you from the 
foundation of the world. For I was hungry and you gave me food, I was thirsty and 
you gave me drink, a stranger and you welcomed me, naked and you clothed me, 
ill and you cared for me, in prison and you visited me.'  Then the righteous will 
answer him and say, 'Lord, when did we see you hungry and feed you, or thirsty 
and give you drink? When did we see you a stranger and welcome you, or naked 
and clothe you? When did we see you ill or in prison, and visit you?' And the king 
will say to them in reply, 'Amen, I say to you, whatever you did for one of these 
least brothers of mine, you did for me.'  
 
“Then he will say to those on his left, 'Depart from me, you accursed, into the eter-
nal fire prepared for the devil and his angels. For I was hungry and you gave me 
no food, I was thirsty and you gave me no drink, a stranger and you gave me no 
welcome, naked and you gave me no clothing, ill and in prison, and you did not 
care for me.' Then they will answer and say, 'Lord, when did we see you hungry or

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thirsty or a stranger or naked or ill or in prison, and not minister to your needs?'  
He will answer them, 'Amen, I say to you,  what you did not do for  one of these 
least ones, you did not do for me.' And these will go off to eternal punishment, 
but the righteous to eternal life." 

 
5. Mark 15:33-39; 16:1-6 or 15:33-39 
[long form]

A large 
crowd from the city was with her. When the Lord saw her, he was moved with 
pity for her and said to her, "Do not weep." He stepped forward and touched the 
coffin; at this the bearers halted, and he said, "Young man, I tell you, arise!" The 
dead man sat up and began to speak, and Jesus gave him to his mother. Fear 
seized them all, and they glorified God, exclaiming, "A great prophet has arisen 
in our midst," and "God has visited his people." This report about him spread 
through the whole of Judea and in all the surrounding region. 

 

7. Luke 12:35-40 
Jesus told his disciples: "Gird your loins and light your lamps and be like  
servants who await their master's return from a wedding, ready to open  
immediately when he comes and knocks. Blessed are those servants whom the 
master finds vigilant on his arrival. Amen, I say to you, he will gird himself, 
have them recline at table, and proceed to wait on them. And should he come in 
the second or third watch and find them prepared in this way, blessed are those 
servants. Be sure of this: if the master of the house had known the hour when the 
thief was coming, he would not have let his house be broken into. You also must 
be prepared, for at an hour you do not expect, the Son of Man will come." 

 

8. Luke 23:33, 39-43 
When they came to the place called the Skull, they crucified him and the  
criminals there, one on his right, the other on his left. Now one of the criminals 
hanging there reviled Jesus, saying, "Are you not the Messiah?

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13. John 6:51-58

And many of the Jews had come to Martha and Mary to comfort them 
about their brother. When Martha heard that Jesus was coming, she went to meet 
him; but Mary sat at home. Martha said to Jesus, "Lord, if you had been here, 
my brother would not have died. But even now I know that whatever you ask of 
God, God will give you." Jesus said to her, "Your brother will rise." Martha said 
to him, "I know he will rise, in the resurrection on the last day."

But some of them said, "Could not the one who opened the eyes of the blind 
man have done something so that this man would not have died?" So Jesus,  
perturbed again, came to the tomb. It was a cave, and a stone lay across it. Jesus 
said, "Take away the stone." Martha, the dead man's sister, said to him, "Lord, by 
now there will be a stench; he has been dead for four days." Jesus said to her, "Did 
I not tell you that if you believe you will see the glory of God?" So they took away 
the stone.

19. John 19:17-18, 25-30 
Jesus carrying the cross himself went out to what is called the Place of the Skull, 
in Hebrew, Golgotha. There they crucified him, and with him two others, one on 
either side, with Jesus in the middle. 
 
Standing by the cross of Jesus were his mother and his mother’s sister, Mary the 
wife of Clopas, and Mary of Magdala. When Jesus saw his mother and the disciple 
there whom he loved, he said to his mother, “Woman, behold, your son.” Then he 
said to the disciple, “Behold, your mother.” And from that hour the disciple took 
her into his home. 
 
After this, aware that everything was now finished, in order that the scripture 
might be fulfilled, Jesus said, “I thirst.” There was a vessel filled with common 
wine. So they put a sponge soaked in wine on a sprig of hyssop and put it up to his 
mouth. When Jesus had taken the wine, he said, “It is finished.” And bowing his 
head, he handed over the spirit.
